Absolutely no foul language

No smoking or tobacco products at the games

Alcoholic beverages are prohibited at the games

No dissent to the referees

No slide tackling

No displays of anger or aggression toward anyone

No verbal or physical threats of any kind

Please pick up your water bottles and trash
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The NWASL provides a safe, fair, and fun alternative to other sports leagues for adults. Let’s help
preserve our league’s status and reputation. Use proper discretion before challenging or attacking an
opponent. Recognize that everyone needs to return to work on Monday without crutches. Use common
sense and please respect your opponents.
